Columns

The four 68-feet columns represent
the 4 attacks. The names of the 
victims of each attack are written on
the corresponding column. There 
is water dripping gently out of holes
located sporadically around the 
column. The columns are crying.
When we touch a name of a beloved
person the “tears” drip onto our
hand.

Board of questions

At the computer terminals the visitors have the chance to ask questions. 
They will receive an answer by e-mail. On the electronic board a selection of
questions and answers are displayed. The sentences will be “pouring” down
from the top to the bottom in an endless loop.

Chapels

The massive walls protect the visitors from external audio disturbances. The
interior is approximately 700 square feet which enables even small ceremonies
to take place. The exterior of all the chapels look alike. The interior is to be
designed by representatives of each religion. The roof is used as a terrace where
visitors can rest.
